These monies were to go towards down 
payments for artists for a 2011 Coldsnap 
Festival.  The PG Folkfest has always 
been proud to be able to stand up and 
say they are supported by the City.  The 
Coldsnap Festival and other events in 
the year are all good news stories for the 
City.  For a little investment ($5,000 in 
the last two years) the City gets a lot in 
return.  Without municipal support the PG 
Folkfest Society cannot apply for federal 
funding and other provincial levels of 
support.
