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News From The T wo Rivers Gallery

Current Exhibitions
   July 8th to August 29th the Two Rivers Gallery will be 
celebrating their anniversary with an “alumni” exhibit entitled 
10x10x10.  The Rustad Gallery will host over 45 artists who 
have exhibited in solo or small group shows over their " rst 
decade.  Each artist has responded to the challenge and 
transformed a 10x10 panel into a work of art.  The resulting 
exhibition is an impressive walk down memory lane.  The open-
ing reception will be on Thursday, August 5th at 7:30pm with the 
after party at 8:30pm.  Some work will be included in an ongo-
ing silent auction (ending August 29th) to contribute to the Two 
Rivers Gallery’s future programs.
   The Two Rivers Gallery is also proud to present Sarah Alford, 
Dagmara Genda and Jennifer Bowes with Beyond the Moun-
tain.  This exhibit examines our connections with the landscape 
beyond the sublime and the romantic through the work of the 
artists often working in untraditional materials.  Dagmara Genda 
uses screen-printed mac-tac which is installed in con" gurations 
that reveal a secondary image related to the landscape.  Sarah 
Alford uses hot glue to create highly patterned structures that 
evoke comparisons with lace or spiderwebs as she explores the 
boundaries established between ourselves and the wilderness.  
Jennifer Bowes, using labour intensive techniques like stitching, 
folding and knotting, for instance, uses paper and " bre to create 
rich textures and surfaces.  Sometimes referencing patterns 
derived from farming, tents and even birds’ nests Bowes’ place 
within our landscapes.  Together this exhibition provides a 
highly inventive and fresh approach towards a reconsideration 
of the world we inhabit.
   The Gallery is also showing Ann Kipling: Recent Landscape 
Drawings.  This selection explores some of the work produced 
over the last " ve years by Falkland, BC artist, Ann Kipling.  
Kipling’s distinguished career is all the more noteworthy 
because of its enduring focus on drawing.  Her work is often 
intricately detailed as she de" nes her subject matter less with 
meandering line but instead with clusters of marks that she 
orchestrates to build mass and form.  In a sense her work can 
be likened to an excavation where careful gestures collude to 
reveal some or other treasure.  Rather than unearthing some-
thing new, however, she inscribes that which is available for us 
to see or encounter everyday, mapping nuances in the surfaces 
she draws that we might better see them.
