   The Two Rivers Gallery is proud to present Sarah Alford, 
Dagmara Genda and Jennifer Bowes with Beyond the Moun-
tain.  This exhibit examines our connections with the landscape 
beyond the sublime and the romantic through the work of the 
artists often working in untraditional materials.
