Tho ughts on Art Funding Cuts

We all hear of the drastic cuts to the arts and culture in BC
and understand on a basic level what it means. Less funding
to operate programs, staff cuts, and all the ramilcations that
come with a smaller budget but it is often dismissed by the
public as well as artists because there is this belief that art is
simply a hobby that you do on the side and it isn’t recognized
the integral part of our community that it is. While perusing
the CARFAC website | came across many interesting bits of
information. There are a few that | would like to highlight for
both artists and the public from an article entitled “Discrepancy
between wealth created and wealth earned widens for visual
artists”, written on February 4, 2009.

The article begins by stating that visual artists earned an
average of $13,976 in 2005, over $6000 below the Statistics
Canada low-income cutoff. The typical visual artist earns less
than $8,000 a year. It states that even artists who have earned
the Governor General Award Ind it diflcult or impossible to
make a living on their art. Before we start thinking how nice

it is that artists have a hobby that pays lets continue with the
contributions that the arts and culture provides for the public
and ask ourselves is this really a dispensable hobby or an
integral part of our community that cannot be compromised by
drastic budget cuts.

According to the article the cultural sector contributes over
$46 hillion directly to the Canadian economy and $84.6 billion
indirectly. Artists increase the value of their communities by
attracting professionals, increasing the value of their homes
and attracting tourists as well as adding signi!cant personal
development to the community, empowering the community,
increasing and de!ning the local image, identity and vision and
contributing to the improvement of the community’s health and
well being. Artists, and by the term artists | am including all
disciplines, have a knack of making things beautiful no matter
where they are and so, once artists have established them-
selves in their low cost environment the town or part thereof
increases in value to the point that artists can no longer afford
to live or work there. Inevitably artists work themselves out of
house and home and need to relocate and start the tedious
process of revitalizing their new place of residence.

Investing in the arts can not only help the individual artists

but will also aid the economy. According to the Canadian
Conference of the Arts, creating jobs in the arts and culture
sector are the lowest in comparison to the rest of the economy.
The article states that the number of visual artists alone has
increased by 56% since 1991, which is signilcantly more than
the growth in every other sector. It is interesting that the num-
ber of artists is slightly larger than the number of Canadians
directly employed in the automotive industry and the culture
sector as a whole nearly doubles the level of employment in
the forestry industry and more than doubles the employment in
Canadian banks. This is a fantastic opportunity for the creation
of jobs and increase of economic and creative activity.

As an artist who also works in the arts and culture sector | see
the effect that the arts cuts and general dismissal of the arts
has on the artists, community and the economy as a whole.

It is likely that the day will come that many of the amazing
people who work tirelessly for the arts with minimal to no pay
will not be able to do so anymore. It would be a tragedy to see
galleries close, jobs lost and artists unable to make our lives
beautiful because they are too busy working to pay the bills
than to create art. | often stop to wonder what it would be like
if we had a chance to live just one day without the arts. The
arts affect more than we know; imagine a life without murals,
with blank walls, no pictures, no wall hangings, no interesting
banners on the streets, no pottery, no "ower arrangements, no
attractive posters, websites or brochures. No festivals, or art
shows, no comfy hand made sweaters, scarves, or mitts, no
jewellery, no music, movies, concerts, dances or theatre. Not
to mention the long term economic and social benelts the arts
bring to our nation. | can guarantee that the arts cuts would be
reinstated before the day was out.

CARFAC (the Canadian Artists’ Representation/le Front des
artists canadiens) is the national association of Canada’s
professional visual and media artists. CARFAC defends artists’
socio-economic and legal rights through advocacy and profes-
sional development and produces a schedule of artists’ fees
that is widely recognized as the national standard. The Status
of the Artist Act empowers CARFAC to negotiate with national
organizations on behalf of all visual artists in Canada.

CARFAC is dedicated to representing artists and their work.
They believe that artists are professionals and should be paid
and treated as such. They should be paid for their work and
share honourably in the prolts received from their work. As
Canada’s voice for its professional visual artists, CARFAC

is the defender of artists’ economic and legal rights. They
also educate the public on honest dealing with artists. By
which CARFAC is able to promote a socio-economic climate
conducive to the production of visual arts. CARFAC is actively
involved in advocacy, lobbying, research and public education
on behalf of artists in Canada.

| would encourage all practicing artists to visit CARFAC'’s web-
site at: www.carfac.ca, familiarize yourself with them and take
some serious consideration in becoming a member. As artists
we tend to run the opposite direction when someone presents
us with numbers and forms and readily agree with those who
would tell us we are anything but professionals. Itis such a
relief to be a part of an artistic community who understands
each other and who will be our voice when it is too diflcult for
us to have one. Let's not take the arts for granted.

You've picked a
book or two and 'nally have a couple of days with no obliga-
tions? Add this book to your list# A memoir that is so gripping,
so personal, and yet so inspirational that you'll want to tell all
your friends to rush out and buy it, or take it out of the library:
A Raven in My Heart, a memoir by Salmon Arm author and
columnist Kay McCracken.

This book is for anyone who'’s ever had a dream, and for one
reason or another has put that dream on the back burner.

McCracken hit a wall at mid-life, you know, the time when
you're supposed to go crazy, change your life, try something
new and daring. Obligations keep most people anchored to
their familiar lives, but in McCracken'’s case the anchor wouldn’t
hold.

She went out on a limb, moved from Vancouver to Salmon
Arm, a town she knew nothing about, and opened a bookstore
named Re"ections. Some of you may remember it: customers
came from near and far to soak up the welcoming atmosphere,
order their favourite coffee or lunch, gaze upon the gorgeous
local artwork, and peruse the well-stocked bookshelves.

McCracken soon discovered, however, that moving to the
Shuswap was a little like moving to a foreign country. Almost
immediately mysterious, unusual things began to happen. The
spirit of the Trickster — enter the Raven — had made an appear-
ance. In First Nations culture Raven embodies paradox and
change. He likes to shake things up.

With so many strange things going on, it became McCrack-
